Non-exclusive licence authorising the Frish Copyright Licensing Agency Limifed
(“ICLA”} to permit certain electronic/digital uses of literary works in copyright.

Whereas the Publisher has already mandated ICLA to permit reprography of
literary works in copyright on the Publisher's behailf {“the Copying Mandate”},
pursuant to which ICLA grants licences to users to photocopy limited amounts of
such material (“Licensed Material”).

And whereas it is intfended hereby to extend the Copying Mandate to include
certain electronic and digital uses of material (“the Digital Uses”), namely:

. The scanning of licensed material by license-holders, to produce
digital copies thereof;
. The making available of licensed material by licence-holders, by

electronic and digital means, via closed systems accessible only by
authorised users;

. The downloading of licensed material held in a computer or
computer system, in print format or to compact disc;

Now the Publisher hereby mandates ICLA to permit the Digital Uses of Licensed
Material by licence-holders, subject to limits equivalent fo those imposed by ICLA
for the photocopying of such material, and to such additional conditions as ICLA
shall consider appropriate.

ICLA shall not pursuant 1o this mandate grant any permission or licence to place
Licensed Material on the World Wide Web, or Internet, and shall specifically
prohibit such use of Licensed Material in all digital licences granted by it.

Subject to the terms herein contained, the phrase “reproduction by reprographic
means” contained in the Copying Mandate shall henceforth be deemed to
encompass the Digital Uses. As so varied and extended, the Copying Mandate
shall continue in full force and effect in accordance with its terms.

{the Union), and the Irish Copyright ficensing Agency Ltd. of 19 Parmnell
Square, Dublin 1 (the Agency).

1.The Agency is a company limited by guarantee whose object is to exercise
and enforce on behalf of the proprietors of the copyright in published works
all rights and remedies subsisting in faw respect of the exploitation of their
works,

2. The Union is an unincorporated body whose object is the protection and
furtherance of the interests of writers, and which has authority from its
members to negotiate collectively on their behalf,

3.'The Agency intends to issue licences to certain bodies, organisations and
institutions for the limited photocopying of copyright material. The Agency
will distribute the net monies received to the proprietors of the works copied
in accordance with the terms of its Memorandum and Articles of Association,

4. The Union, by its Executive Commiltee, and as the representative body of
writers in Ireland, and for the purpose of the administration of certain rights
on behalf of its members which are not capable of being effectively
administered otherwise than by coliective administration, hereby grants to the
Agency a non-exclusive licence to authorise within the Republic of Ireland the
reproduction by reprographic means of all the literary works in copyright
published in Ireland in which its members have an interest by sub-licensees
approved by the Agency and within the terms of the licences approved and

issued by the Agency.

5.1n so far as any member has already granted mechanical reproduction rights
to his /her publisher, the administration of rights of photocaopying will be dealt

with under the terms of a Separate agreement between the Agency and the said
publisher. '

6. The Union agrees that the determination of the fees ta be charged to sub-
licensees in respect of reprographic copies shall rest entirely with the Agency.

7. The Union further agrees that the Agency may enter into agreements with
arganisations performing similar functions in other countries to permit the
licensing of the reprography of works cavered by this licence on terms agreed
by the Agency.

6. The Society agrees that the determination of the fees to be charged to sub-
licensees in respect of reprographic copies shall rest entirely with the
Agency.

7. The Saciety further agrees that the Agency may enter into agreements
with organisations performing similar functions in ather countries to
permit the licensing of the reprography of works covered by this licence on
terms agreed by the Agency. "



8. This Agreement is subject to anhual review and may be terminated an
three months notice by either party, any such notice to be given after such

annual review.

The Irish Copyright Licensing Agency represents Authors and Publishers
With respect to Irish publishers, each publisher signs a mandate
allowing ICLA to licence for photocopying on its behalf {see enclosed
mandate (14)}. Currently ICLA has mandates from over 240 Irish
publishers (see attached list {15)).

With regard 1o Irish authors, The Irish Writers' Union and the Society of
Irish Playwrights have mandated {CLA to act behalf of their members
(see attached {16&17)). These are the two main bodies in Ireland,
which represent Irish authors. We are also seeking individual mandates
from authors. {18) See attached list of mandating authors as at 91
September 2009 (19).

Foreign rightsowners

As mentioned above, ICLA is a member of the Intemational Federation
of Reprographic Rights Organisation. Through this organisation, we sign
reciprocal agreements with our sister organisations in other countries
whereby our licence includes books and journals published in those
countries. At present we have reciprocal agreemenfs with our sisfer
organisations in the following countries: Australia, Austria, Canada,
Denmark, France, Germany, Greece, Iceland, Italy, Malta, the
Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, South Africa, Spain, Switzerland,
the UK and the USA. In this way, we represent many foreign authors
and publishers.
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
